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Focus on Implementa  on
We did it!  We set a very ambiƟ ous agenda for ourselves 
this fi scal year and we accomplished all that we set out 
to do.  This was a specifi c phase in our long term plan 
dedicated to our geƫ  ng ready for the changes to come 
in this province over the next 10 years in our fi eld – 
while sƟ ll off ering as much quality service as we could 
across Southwestern Ontario.  Since that is the objecƟ ve 
we are most accountable for, we are again pleased to 
report that in 2012/2013 we provided over 210,000 
hours of service to over 7,300 children, youth and their 
families.

In addiƟ on to our very important “business as usual” 
acƟ viƟ es, this year we also achieved these major 
enabling objecƟ ves:

• Received the highest accreditaƟ on award possible 
from the Council on AccreditaƟ on of RehabilitaƟ on 
FaciliƟ es

• Cemented the establishment, roll out and internal 
/ external integraƟ on of our new community-based 
Applied Behavioural Analysis ( ABA ) program

• Commenced the transiƟ on to, training on 
and uƟ lizaƟ on of a new computerized clinical 
informaƟ on system, GoldCare

• Began making the partnership with Children’s 
Health FoundaƟ on real and funcƟ onal

These acƟ viƟ es and many others occurred in spite of 
again not having any base budget increase from our 
funding Ministry – and with the signifi cant contribuƟ on 
of 5 unpaid days from all staff  of the Centre.  We are 
obviously in a province consumed by fi nancial debt 
realiƟ es that have created an environment of austerity.  
This unyielding reality has fi nally touched us.  A year 
ago, we were resistant to “hunkering down” in the 
face of this fi scal storm preferring to see this as a Ɵ me 
of further foundaƟ onal development, core service 
strengthening and preparaƟ on for future opportuniƟ es.  
We will conƟ nue these acƟ ons but within a diff erent 
context…. a context of constraint.

We have a major, immediate challenge that is staring us 
in the face – the need to slightly reduce and re-establish 
stability in our services and workforce as a consequence 
of years with no increase in base funding.  Even though, 
again, all staff  of the Centre are contribuƟ ng 5 unpaid 
days to assist with balancing our budget; it is not 
enough going forward.  As always, we will employ a 
broad adapƟ ve, collaboraƟ ve strategy with considerable 
input from our clients and staff  that will result in client-
centered choices that will defi ne our Centre likely for 
the remainder of this decade ...

Zack’s parents knew their baby would be 
born with a cleŌ  lip and palate. By the Ɵ me 
baby Zack came into the world, he had an 
“incredible” support team waiƟ ng for him.

AdministraƟ ve costs are allocated to the programs 
based on program costs as a percentage of overall 
operaƟ ng costs of the Centre, staffi  ng and occupied 
space. DonaƟ ons and grants received for specifi c capital 
purchases are recorded as deferred contribuƟ ons, and 
brought into revenue to off set the related amorƟ zaƟ on.
